Description

A pleasant cycle route using National Cycle Route 75 and Local Cycle Route 20. A section of the route is

along an old railway line path beside the Water of Leith. Unfortunately there is no quiet route from outside
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Waverley Station and so the first 400 metres requires walking your bike along the pavements of Princes

Street and South St Andrew Street.

Waypoints

of EXit Waverley Station

Follow the signs for the lifts to the footbride near the Princes Street exit.

Lift up to footbridge

Take «LIFT NAME» to the footbridge.

E3 Lift up to Princes Street

Take the footbridge lift up to Princes Street. Once at street level, walk your bike straight ahead to Princes

Street.

E3 Cross Princes Street

This section requires walking your bike.

B Princes Street

Turn left on the north pavement on Princes Street.

I Walk: Turn right on South St Andrew Street

You will need to walk your bike on the pavement for this section.

H Start of cycle path on North St Andrew Street

You will need to walk your bike on the pavement to the start of the segregated cycle path next to North St
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Andrew Street.

E3 Cross York Place

The crossing lights are signed for cycles.

H Cycle down Dublin Street

Note: this section is cobbled and quite steep (downhill).

B Drummond Place

Turn right onto Drummond Place and follow it until the second right. The section from here to King George V

Park is cobbled.

B Scotland Street

Turn right onto Scotland Street.

Enter King George V Park

Cross the road to the cycle path.

B Cycle path

Turn right to the Rodney Street tunnel and cycle through it.

B Warriston Path

Join the Warriston Path and stay on it until you are in Leith.

B Stay on Warriston Path

Keep right to stay on the path.

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B Eildon Street

Exit the cycle path onto the quiet residential street when you see the sign for the Royal Botanic Garden. You

are now on local cycle route 20.

B Left onto Eildon Street

Turn left out of the cul-de-sac onto the main Eildon Street.

B Inverleith Row

At the end of Eildon Street, turn left. Inverleith Row can be busy, so if you are less confident or with children
you might want to walk the short remaining distance on the pavement. The entrance to the Botanic Garden is

a few metres along on your right.

u Royal Botanic Garden Edinburgh, East Gate

There is cycle parking directly in front of the East Gate.
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
